To help visitors experience Half Moon Bay's ecological offerings, a four-color, two-sided
Ecotourism Map features several hands-on Half Moon Bay adventures such as wineries, kayak
and adventure trips, fishing and whale watching, eco-friendly lodging facilities, farm tours and
stays, and beaches and parks. To be included in the Ecotourism Map, all businesses had to agree
to follow important environmental standards.
